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GOVERNOR RELEASES HIS FY 13/14 PROPOSAL FOR A BALANCED 

BUDGET--- STATE/LOCAL JUVENILE JUSTICE FUNDING GOES FORWARD UNDER 2011 REALIGNMENT RULES
On January 10, Governor Brown released his proposed California FY 13-14 budget. For the first time in recent history, his January Budget balances spending with anticipated revenues. Total General Fund spending proposed by the Governor for FY 13-14 is $97.7 billion, with measured increases for schools and higher education. The novel zero-deficit feature of the Governor’s budget is made possible, foremost, by the November 2012 voter approval of Proposition 30, raising state income and sales taxes to boost revenue.  A lingering $1.9 billion deficit described by the Legislative Analyst Office (LAO)  disappeared when the Governor, and his advisors at Finance, elected to defer some debt repayment while estimating slightly higher revenues overall than LAO for the upcoming fiscal year.
Under 2011 realignment as tied to the passage of Proposition 30, the major state-local juvenile justice funding streams will remain in tact for the coming fiscal year, with no change proposed by the Governor.  Proposition 30 will provide the state with additional sales tax dollars for four years and additional income tax revenue through FY 18-19.  Prevailing budget legislation also preserves the dedication of sales tax and vehicle license fees to realignment programs through FY 14-15.  Under 2011 realignment, the FY 13-14 allocation for the Youthful Offender Block Grant and DJJ Re-Entry grant grows to a total of $ 109 million. Estimated fund levels for key state-funded juvenile justice and probation programs are displayed in the table below.

BSCC grant administration role

The Board of State and Community Corrections (BSCC), having replaced the Corrections Standards Authority (CSA) as an independent state agency last July, retains administrative control over some of these funding streams while gaining new responsibility for others. BSCC will continue to receive and approve county plans and reports for the JJCPA and YOBG grant programs.  Moreover, BSCC inherits full responsibility for the administration of CalGRIP grants from the now disbanded Governors Office of Gang and Youth Violence Policy; CalGRIP funds remain in the FY 13-14 budget at the prior level of $9.2 million. BSCC also continues to administer the California share of  federal Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention funds (funds that have dwindled to about $15 million annually under federal program cuts). BSCC gains control over the annual appropriation of Byrne Justice Assistance Grant funds that were formerly administered by CalEMA.  BSCC’s role in the administration of state-local juvenile justice dollars pales in comparison to the level of state funds it now administers under AB 109 and related adult prison realignment and jail construction legislation.

Budget for the Division of Juvenile Justice (DJJ)

The proposed budget for the state Division of Juvenile Justice (DJJ) continues to subside with the declining custody and parole populations.  The total inmate population for DJJ’s three remaining institutions and Pine Grove Camp was 790 on the last day of 2012. About 150 of these inmates were persons under adult court jurisdiction awaiting age-appropriate transfer to state prisons. The proposed FY 13-14 budget for DJJ institutions, including education and health care, is $186 million, down from $234 million two years ago.  As of January 1 this year, the DJJ parole operation is fully shifted to county control; no state general funds are budgeted for DJJ parole in FY 13-14.   However, as modified in last year’s budget, counties must share the cost of committing juveniles to DJJ, at a rate of $ 24,000 per ward per year payable to the state operation. This county fee is at least a moderate disincentive for counties to commit to eligible (WIC 707 (b) and certain sex) offenders to DJJ.  More downward pressure on the state youth corrections population was imposed last year by trailer bill language that reduced the top DJJ age limit from 25 to 23 years while also terminating the practice of adding custody time (“time adds”)  for behavior or program violations within DJJ institutions.
